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1.
After each Commission meeting, Minutes of the meeting and an Executive Summary of the meeting will be published on the website, and the summary will be e-mailed to a list of interested stakeholders, concerned parties, and all Vermonters who request to receive notes directly.  

2.  
Before May of 2007 the Commission will gather all major existing studies associated with Vermont’s economic development future that have employed significant public engagement processes.  The Commission will use the public input that has already been provided in these plans, and their provisions as material for subsequent deliberations.

3.  
The Commission will take public input via a website survey marketed to interest groups and to all Vermonters.  The Commission will build a list of input questions for participants at the site and subsequent public meetings, and provide space at the site for individuals or groups to provide text suggestions, data, and other evidentiary materials.

4.
Over the course of its first year of work, ending in September 2007, the Commission will invite economic development leaders, stakeholders and experts in particular topic areas to provide input and suggestions on issues ranging from VT’s vision for the future to practical policies for state action.

5. 
The Commission values the opinions of all Vermonters and, over time, will reach out to Vermonters in communities throughout the state.  The Commission will evaluate its capacity to produce regional meetings to take testimony from Vermonters from all walks of life about their perspectives and goals for the future of economic development in the state.   Toward this end:

A. The Commission will hold a public input session at the Statehouse or Pavillion Auditorium in early 2007 to kick off its work and gather input from 100 to 300 stakeholders and members of the public.

B. The Commission will consider its capacity to development focus forums in the four corners of the state (Franklin, Bennington, and Windham Counties and the NEK). 

6. 
The Commission will contact Community Access TV to consider whether sessions can be taped and distributed throughout the statewide network or, potentially made available by video streaming through the web site.
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
